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General Field Trip Information

You have registered your child to attend this week’s Field Trip. Your child will be transported via KIDS
CO-0P bus or bus service to all NO BUMMER SUMMER Field Trips unless otherwise informed. Itis
anticipated that field trip buses will leave no later than 9:00am and return by 4:00pm unless otherwise
notified. For your child’s best field trip experience, please be aware that due to traffic or other delays
beyond our control, we may experience difficulty in meeting these time limits. There will be no
additional fee for extended care on days when the bus returns late, and we appreciate your
understanding in these matters. If you arrive late your child will not be able to attend, and you will need

to make other arrangements for the day.

*All campers must wear the 2025 KIDS C0-0P T-Shirt, Sneakers and Sunscreen to attend.

If a KIDS CO-0P T-shirt is not worn one will be provided (if available) and you will be billed $15.00. If no

T-shirts are available your child will not be permitted to attend.

* Snack and drink are provided. Please make sure to pack a DISPOSABLE lunch (nothing that needs to

return home) with their name on the bag on field trip days. Please do not overpack.

* Staffing for field trips and camp are based on registrations. We cannot accommodate requests to
cancel once a child is registered. If your child changes their mind about attending a field trip you will

need to make other arrangements for that day. There are no refunds for cancellations.

KIDS CO-0P Code of Conduct Policy -

For the safety of all children, we must be able to address unacceptable, unsafe,
inappropriate, or disrespectful behavior. Children are not permitted to run off from the group,
participate in unsafe behavior, scream, hit themselves or others, or be disrespectful to coaches and/or
other campers. Since every child and coach is a representative of KIDS CO-OP when offsite,
inappropriate behavior will impact the child’s opportunity to attend offsite pool and field trips, and

parents will be notified accordingly.
